The following is a version of the statement | read before the Planning Board’s
hearings in relation to the Brookstown Stadium. | hope this helps to raise
awareness of the benefits and concerns that a new stadium would bring.

As the voice of the West End residents, the West End Association has
maintained a keen interest in the development of the Brookstown Stadium since
the project first surfaced. | myself was contacted last year, early on in the
process in my capacity as WEA President, to listen to the developers present
their concept in a meeting facilitated by the city government. | personally
considered then, and do consider now, that the project would be beneficial to
both the development of downtown and to the enrichment of the West End.

The primary reason that the project would benefit the downtown and the West
End is that it would transform the adjacent area from its present less-than-
desirable condition into a valuable community asset of which the city and
neighborhood can be proud. Still, although | and the board of directors of the
West End, some 16 individual residents, were generally supportive of the
Brookstown Stadium, we early on took steps to seek the input and reaction of
our community. To that end, we created a survey of our residents that was
distributed via email. In addition, we gave over our monthly membership
meeting to a presentation by the developers, inviting our Councilperson Wanda
Merschel and a cross-section of city staff as well. This meeting was the most
well attended in recent memory, with over 80 people attending for over two
hours. The tone of the meeting was quite inquisitive and generally positive, but
it was also somewhat anxious about a variety of unknowns and not without
some serious concerns that were also reflective of the survey results we shared
with the attendees at that time. Our survey indicated about 50% of the
respondents were in favor of the proposal as it was then conceived, about 19%
were against the development, and 31% were simply undecided and voiced a
variety of concerns. At the time of the meeting, there was quite a bit of
guestioning of the public funding of the project. The meeting went a long way
toward clarifying this issue. A straw vote taken at the conclusion of the meeting
indicated an increase of the support percentage and a decided decrease in both
the undecided and the opposition.

| would now like to mention the four key areas that were of a concern to our
neighborhood. These all speak to the quiet enjoyment of the community as we
now know it—an enjoyment that we all wish to continue. Those issues center on

4 - # T the possible adverse effects to the quality of life, namely: excessive noise,
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going into lengthy details as to the specific concerns, let me say that the
consensus of support for the stadium hinges upon its existence and the light,
noise, and traffic being confined to the site itself, so that the surrounding
residential areas of the West End are effectively shielded from any
degradation to the atmosphere currently in place. Essentially, this would mean
that stadium light does not spill into homes beyond the periphery of the site;
that sound levels rise only slightly and are confined to times that would be
consistent with waking hours; and that traffic congestion be controlled and the
planning of patterns prevent the undue use of West End side streets for both
parking and travel to and from the stadium.

Lest we be accused of wanting to have our cake and eat it too, let me point out
that a certain amount of proximity to the downtown is one of the distinguishing
characteristics of the West End. We do not shrink from this, but indeed take
pride in that easy access, as we did when the West End Village project arose
on the edge of our neighborhood. Indeed, we fully expect that this project will
be an amenity of the downtown that will add value to our community.

Although the stadium concept seems well conceived, we would strongly
suggest that each of these community concern issues be specifically
addressed by the placement of conditions in the zoning and building permits
that would ensure the most minimal impact on the surrounding communities;
that adequate research be done to baseline existing conditions so that any
increases can be accurately benchmarked; and, finally, that effective remedies
can mounted to correct any violations of the conditions that may arise after the
project is completed.

We in the West End look to our city government to help preserve and protect
the ambience of the West End that we all hold so dear and trust that you and
other parts of the governmental approval process will take our very real
concerns into consideration as you move forward. With adequate attention to
the above-mentioned conditions in place, the West End Association would be
supportive of these zoning amendments.
