   My family and I live in a house on Jersey Ave-

nue that was completed nearly a year ago. An-

other house stood on this lot until it was destroyed 

by fire in the early 1970s. I recently had the good 

fortune of meeting a woman who lived in the for-

the house at what was then 841 Jersey Ave (609 

Jersey Avenue today) between the years of 1937 

and 1949. 

      Mrs. Kelley described a white, two-story 

frame house with a front porch that ran the length 

of the house. The kitchen and living room occu-

pied the main level, and three bedrooms and the 

only bathroom were upstairs. Coal for the steam-

powered radiators was delivered to the unfinished 

basement which was used otherwise for storage 

and laundry. Beside the house was a garage for

     Because Jersey Avenue was one of the largest 

level spots around, children gathered to play kick 

the can and roller bat on the street in front of the 

house. The streets were also safe for roller skating 

and riding bikes. Older children walked down-

town to music lessons, the five and dime, and 

several movie theaters. Most children walked to 

school. 

     The local grocery, the Basketeria (now West 

End Opera House), delivered groceries to 

neighborhood homes, and the Summit Street  

Pharmacy (now Mock Orange Bikes) provided  

 

both medicine for the sick and a soda shop for

Park on special occasions, but on an everyday 

basis there was little need for this larger open 

space as the more immediate surrounds provided 

for common play areas and social gathering spots.
