Neighborhood Traffic Calming Speeds Up  

A West End Task Force has been working on the traffic calming issue with Stan Polanis and Rodd Ring 
of the Winston-Salem Department of Transportation.  hƴŜ ǊŜǎǳƭǘ ƻŦ ǘƘƛǎ ǿƻǊƪ ŎŀƴΩǘ ōŜ ƳƛǎǎŜŘ ς the 
series of stop signs added at the intersections of Brookstown Avenue at Carolina and Jersey.  

In addition to the new stop signs, there is a proposal to slow traffic by narrowing  the width of West 
End Blvd in two places.  One constricted lane width area will be between Clover and Brookstown, the 
second near the Daniel Boone Historical Marker at the intersection of Reynolda, and West End Blvd. 
There will also be enhanced pedestrian crossings on West End Blvd at the intersections of Clover 
Street and Brookstown Avenue. This section of West End Boulevard, which runs parallel to Hanes 
Park, will become more pedestrian friendly.   

A few steps need to be taken before this proposal becomes a reality.  A neighborhood meeting will be 
held  with Stan Polanis and Rodd Ring  in January to give West Enders an opportunity to ask questions 
about this proposal. Please watch the West End Listserv and Web site for the date, time and location 
of the meeting. The next step would be getting the approval of at least sixty percent of affected prop-
erty owners and, if everything else  goes well, the hope is that construction would commence the 
summer or fall of 2010.
