In the last couple of years, there appears to have been a significant drop in attendance at West End Associa-
tion meetings, WEA events, and volunteerism in WEA activities. We would like to invite you to become more

A young man knocked on several doors of houses 
in the West End and stated: ñI am your neighbor and I have locked my keys in the car. Can I come in and use 
your phone?ò  He did not live in the West End and has since been arrested for stealing.  Any one of us could 
have been swindled by this man. If you attend WEA meetings and events and meet the people who live around 
you, you will have better awareness of who actually lives in the neighborhood. This can help you avoid becom-

ing a victim of this kind of scheme. 

Volunteerism for events in our neighborhood is another big issue for the WEA. So often the same few people 
volunteer to put on events for the whole neighborhood. We know that your time is precious.  We are not asking 
for a full-time commitment.  However, we would like to have more people help with WEA events and activities.
